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Abstract

The objectives of this project aims 1) to study the quality of elderly’s life in Phimonrat
Municipality, Bang Bua Thong District, Nonthaburi Province, 2) to study the management of development
that affects the quality of life of the elderly in Phimonrat Municipality, Bang Bua Thong District,
Nonthaburi Province, and 3) to provide guidelines for improving the quality of life of the elderly in
Phimonrat Municipality, Bang Bua Thong District, Nonthaburi Province using the concept of WHOQOL
Group (1995). The research hypothesis is medical and public health factors and participation of social
activities that affects development of elderly’s life quality in Phimonrat Municipality, Bang Bua Thong
District, Nonthaburi Province. This research is quantitative research, and the sample group of this research
is people aged 60 years and over, using the sample determination based on the concept of Taro Yamane in
defining the sample and using stratified random sampling. The sample group used in the study totaled 374
people. The research tools included a three-part questionnaire: 1) personal factors 2) management of
enhancing the quality of life of the elderly, and 3) the quality of life of the elderly in Phimonrat
Municipality, Bang Bua Thong District, Nonthaburi Province. The index of consistency (IOC) is equivalent
to 0.94, while the overall reliability is equivalent to 0.88. Statistics used in data analysis included
percentages, means, standard deviations, Pearson’s correlation coefficient, and multiple regression statistics.

The study’s findings revealed a strong positive relationship between the management of quality of
life development for the elderly in Phimonrat Municipality, Bang Bua Thong District, Nonthaburi Province,
with statistical significance at the 0.01 level. It was discovered that medicine and public health, as well as
self-development and involvement in social activities, all had an impact on the management of quality of

life development for the aged in Phimonrat Municipality, Bang Bua Thong District, Nonthaburi Province.
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
