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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to: 1) compare the mean of knowledge scores towards
foods sanitation before and after the trial of the participatory health education program for the level of
knowledge and food sanitation practices, 2) compare the foods sanitation practices before and after the
trial of the participatory health education program for the level of knowledge and food sanitation
practices, and 3) compare the criteria of restaurant standards before and after the trial of the
participatory health education program for the level of knowledge and food sanitation practices. The
conceptual framework was applied by the theory of knowledge, behaviors, and participations. The
study methodology was a quasi-experimentation research. The populations were 22 foods contacts,
totally. The research instrument was a questionnaire. Statistics used for data analysis included
frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation, and Pairs sample t-test.

The results of the study found that 1) after the trial of the participatory health education
program for the level of knowledge and food sanitation practices, the sample had mean of knowledge
on foods sanitation higher than before, 2) after the trial of the participatory health education program
for the level of knowledge and food sanitation practices, the sample had mean of foods sanitations
practices higher than before and food sanitation practices at a statistical significance level of 0.05, and
3) after the trial of the participatory health education program for the level of knowledge and food

sanitation practices, the sample had passed the standard criteria more than before.
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
