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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to 1) compare the decision to start a waste recycling business based
on individual differences, 2) study the characteristics of entrepreneurs in the waste recycling business, and
3) examine the factors influencing the decision to start a waste recycling business among entrepreneurs in
the Bangkok Metropolitan area. This study employed a quantitative research approach. The population
consists of 850 entrepreneurs engaged in the waste recycling business in Bangkok. The sample size was
determined using Taro Yamane’s formula, resulting in a sample of 272 respondents, selected through
purposive sampling. The statistics used in the analysis include percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test,
and F-test.

The research results revealed that 1) differences in individual factors were found to significantly affect the
decision to start a waste recycling business at the 0.05 level of statistical significance, 2) regarding
entrepreneurial factors, 83.30% of the entrepreneurs were sole proprietors. About 73.12% had designated
areas for collecting, sorting, and storing recyclable waste. Additionally, 70.65% used their own capital to
start the business, and 82.60% had direct sales channels to recycling factories, and 3) internal factors
influencing the decision to start a waste recycling business were, overall, rated at the highest level. When
considered by category, the economic condition factor ranked the highest, followed by government policy

and market competition, both of which were rated at a high level.
