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Abstract

The purpose of this thesis is to study Legal measures to protect the rights of the accused
during investigation: a case study of the elderly considering Investigation of elderly accused
under the Criminal Procedure Code. This research study is qualitative by studying concepts
theories laws documents both foreign and Thai.

The study found that Section 133 of the Criminal Procedure Code protects the rights of
victims or witnesses who are children under eighteen years of age In which the child's remarks
are asked to have a psychologist or social worker the person the child requests and the prosecutor
was present in interrogating the child There will be no protection provisions for fragile elderly
offenders sensitive mind In questioning the elderly a psychologist or social worker should be
provided and the prosecutor was involved in interrogating the elderly.

Therefore proposed amendments should therefore be amended by adding Section 134/5
of the Criminal Procedure Code in questioning the testimony of the accused over the age of sixty
years Have the investigating officer notify a psychologist or social worker and prosecutor also
participated in the investigation (paragraph one) interrogating the accused under paragraph one
The investigating officer shall provide continuous video and audio recordings of interrogation as
witnesses (second paragraph) if necessary which cannot wait for a psychologist or social worker
and the prosecutor may participate in questioning at the same time The investigating officer shall
record the reason for being unable to wait for any of the aforementioned persons under paragraph
one Then make an appointment to inquire further about the testimony before the conclusion of the
investigation (paragraph three).
