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Abstract

This research aims to 1)Study the fundamental information, concepts, principles, and
legal theories related to the enforcement of traffic laws in Thailand 2)Examine legal measures
concerning the enforcement of traffic laws in both foreign countries and Thailand 3)Analyze the
legal measures regarding the enforcement of traffic laws in Thailand and 4)Propose appropriate
recommendations for improving Thailand’s legal measures regarding traffic law enforcement.

The findings reveal that 1)The fundamental information, concepts, principles, and legal
theories related to traffic law enforcement in Thailand are based on the theory of punishment and
criminal sanctions relating to traffic offenses 2)Legal measures in foreign countries such as the
United Kingdom and Japan were studied. In Thailand, relevant legal frameworks include the
Land Traffic Act B.E. 2522 (1979) and related regulations and rules 3)The analysis of Thailand’s
traffic law enforcement measures indicates problems concerning the nature of traffic offenses and
the exercise of discretion by officers in determining penalties or fines. There are also issues in
setting appropriate penalty rates for different types of offenses to prevent repeated violations and
4)The researcher recommends amending the Land Traffic Act B.E. 2522 to reflect current
circumstances, including restructuring the categorization of offenses and updating the penalties to
ensure they are appropriate. This is crucial because traffic violations can lead to serious harm to

life, body, and public health. Addressing these issues is essential for enhancing public safety.
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
