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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to 1) study level of parent’s satisfaction of students with the
school environment that promotes learning management, and 2) compare parent’s satisfaction of students
with the school environment that promotes learning management for students at Khajornthap Amrung
school, Pathum Thani primary educational service area office 1. This study was a quantitative method.
The conceptual framework of the study was applied from Ministry of Education. The population were 214
parents in at Khajornthap Amrung school, Pathum Thani primary educational service area office 1. The
sample group of 140 people was determined by using Krejci and Morgan. The instrument used in the study
was a S-rating questionnaire. The statistics used for data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test and f-test.

The study results revealed that 1) level of parent’s satisfaction of students with the school
environment that promotes learning management for students as a whole was at a high level. When
considering each aspect from highest to lowest, it found that 5 aspects were at a high level. The reporting
student learning results is clear aspect was at the highest level, followed by the organizing activities that
promote instructional that are beneficial to students, and can be applied in daily life aspect, using
technology to develop instructional in school aspect, and school provided instructional media appropriate
to the learning subject groups aspect. The community participating in creating the curriculum, and
evaluating student work aspect was at the lowest level respectively. 2) The comparative result on parents
satisfaction of students with the school environment that promotes learning management for students, it
found that parents with different gender and educational level showed no difference opinion on parents

satisfaction of students with the school environment that promotes learning management for students.
