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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to: 1) Comparison the mean scores’s knowledge on bedsores
prevention among caregivers of bed-ridden patients before and after the program trial, 2) Comparison the
mean scores’s behavior of bed-ridden patients caregivers in preventing bedsores before and after the
program trial. The conceptual framework was applied theories Empowerment of Gibson's (1991). The
research methodology was quasi-experimental by one group pretest-posttest design. The study population
consisted of 100 bed-ridden patients's caregivers. The sample size was 31 bed-ridden patients's caregivers,
selected by purposive sampling. The study instrument was a questionnaire. The data were analyzed by
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and paired-sample t test.

The results found that: 1) after received the program, the mean scores’s knowledge on bedsores
prevention among caregivers of bed-ridden patients before and after the program trial, were higher than
before received the program significantly at the level of .01,and 2) after received the program, the mean
scores’s behavior of bed-ridden patients caregivers in preventing bedsores before and after the program

trial, were higher than before received the program significantly at the level of .01.
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
