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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study : 1) the oral health promotion behaviors of
the elderly, 2) the health belief models of the elderly, and 3) the relationship between personal
factors including gender, age, education level, income, health belief models and oral health
promotion behaviors of the elderly. The conceptual framework was applied the health belief
model and Behavior theory’s Becker. This research was a quantity method. The population of the
elderly consists WERE 1,219 of the elderly The sample was obtained through Systematic random
sampling, consisting of 331 individuals’s Yamana. The instrument was a questionair. The statistics
used for data analysis were percentage, mean, frequency, standard deviation, crosstab analysis of
Chi-square, Pearson and Spearman correlation coefficient.

The study results revealed that 1) the mean scores’s oral health promotion behaviors
of the elderly was high level, 2) the mean score of health belief models was high level,and 3)
age was a positive relationship with oral health promotion behaviors of the elderly at a
statistically significant level of .05, the gender, education level and monthly income were not
related to oral health promotion behavior of the elderly, and health belief models of the elderly
was a positive relationship with oral health promotion behaviors of the elderly at a statistically

significant level of .05
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
