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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to 1) study the level of development of the secondary
school administration system in accordance with government policy of private schools, and 2)
compare the development of the secondary school administration system in accordance with
government policy of private schools in Mueang District, Chachoengsao Province, classified by
personal factors. This study was a quantitative research. The conceptual framework of this study
was applied from the concept of the Office of the Public Sector Development Commission
(OPDC) Civil Service Development Criteria B.E.2561. The study population consisted of 370
private school teachers in Muang District, Chachoengsao Province. The sample size was
calculated using Taro Yamané 's formula, resulting in a total of 192 teachers. The study
instrument was a Likert type 5-rating scale questionnaire. Statistics used for data analysis were
frequency distribution, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and F-test.

The study results revealed that 1) the level of development of the secondary school
administration system in accordance with government policy of private schools, as a whole, was
at a high level. When considered each aspect, the mean scores ranged from highest to lowest, it
was found to be at a high level in 3 aspects and at a moderate level in 1 aspect, namely, the aspect
of education system development, which had the highest mean score, followed by the aspect of
educational institution administration, the aspect of strategic management in educational
administration, and at a moderate level in 1 aspect, namely, the aspect of government policy on
education. 2) The results of the comparison of the development of the secondary school
administration system in accordance with the government policy of private schools in Mueang
District, Chachoengsao Province, classified by personal factors, found that teachers in private
schools with different genders, educational levels, and positions had no different opinions on the
development of the secondary school administration system in accordance with the government
policy.
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
