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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to 1) develop basic Thai reading and writing skills using
Thai language skill exercises, 2) create Thai language skill exercises that meet the standard efficiency
criteria of 80/80, and 3) compare students’ basic Thai reading and writing skills before and after using
the exercises, based on John Dewey’s learning-by-doing approach. The sample group consisted of 21
Prathomsuksa 1 students from Ban Khlong 24 School, selected through purposive sampling. The
instruments used in the study were Thai language learning activity plans, Thai language skill exercise
books, and achievement tests. The statistics used for data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, and t-test.

The study results revealed that 1) the students’ basic Thai reading and writing skills had an
average score of 92.54%, which was significantly higher than the benchmark of 60%. 2) The
efficiency values (E1/E2) of the Thai reading and writing skill exercises in the Thai language learning
content were 82.03/87.86, exceeding the standard criterion of 80/80, and 3) the learning achievement
after using the Thai skill exercise book was significantly higher than before (t = 41.919, Sig. = 0.000*)

at the .05 level of statistical significance.
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
