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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to 1) digital media literacy in work practices, 2)
perception of the roles and responsibilities of village health volunteers and receiving social
support, and 3) The relationship between the perception of the roles and responsibilities of village
health volunteers and receiving social support with digital media literacy in the work practices of
village health volunteers. The conceptual framework was applied to the health literacy of Nat
Beam. The study methodology was quantitative research. The population consists of 1,537 village
health volunteers. The sample proportion was determined using Cochran's formula, resulting in
312 individuals, selected through systematic random sampling. The tool for the research was a
questionnaire. Statistics used for the data analysis include percentage, mean and standard
deviation, and Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient. The results of the study found
that 1) overall, digital media literacy in work practices is at a high level; 2) the perception of the
roles of village health volunteers and the overall level of social support received are high; and 3)
the perception of the roles and responsibilities of village health volunteers and the overall level of
social support received have a positive relationship with digital media literacy in the work

practices of village health volunteers, with statistical significance at the 0.05 level.
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
