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Abstract

The objectives of this research are: 1) To study the fundamental data, concepts,
principles, and legal theories related to the prevention of sexual harassment in online
communities; 2) To examine the legal measures for preventing sexual harassment in online
communities in foreign countries and Thailand; and 3) To analyze the legal measures for
preventing sexual harassment in online communities in Thailand, and propose suitable solutions
for Thailand. This research is qualitative, utilizing document collection and legal document
analysis to achieve the study's objectives, supplemented by in-depth interviews with legal experts.

The study's findings reveal that: 1) The prevention of sexual harassment in online
communities in Thailand has historically faced issues with the narrow interpretation of the term
"sexual harassment"; 2) Legal measures regarding the specification of penalties for sexual
harassment cases in online communities are unclear; and 3) The enforcement of laws related to
the prevention of sexual harassment in online communities is not consistent with the enforcement
of the Computer Crime Act B.E. 2550. It is recommended to amend the laws by including
provisions specifically addressing sexual harassment in online communities in Thailand, revising
the Penal Code to include a clear definition of "sexual harassment," and setting appropriate
penalties for offenders. Additionally, it is suggested to amend both the Penal Code and the
Computer Crime Act B.E. 2550 to ensure consistency in enforcing laws related to sexual
harassment in online communities, enhancing the effectiveness of legal proceedings and aligning

with international standards.
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
