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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to 1) compare the average knowledge scores regarding the use
of the tuberculosis screening manual before and after its implementation, and 2) comparison of the
average tuberculosis screening practices before and after the implementation of the tuberculosis screening
manual. The conceptual framework was applied theories knowledge and behaviors of Benjamin Bloom.
The study methodology was quantitative research one-group quasi-experimental design. The population
consisted of 250 village health volunteers. The sample size was determined using the G*Power software
(Buchner, 2010), resulting in a sample of 40 individuals, selected through purposive sampling. The
research instrument was a knowledge testing and behavioral assessment. Statistics used for the data
analysis such as percentage, mean and standard deviation, and t - test statistics. The results of the study
found that: 1) After applying the tuberculosis screening manual, the experimental group had a higher
average score in knowledge about using the manual than before its application, and 2) After applying the
tuberculosis screening manual, the experimental group had a significantly higher average score in
tuberculosis screening practices compared to before the application, with statistical significance at the .01

level.
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
