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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to 1) study the anxiety of the pregnant women with ahead of
schedule labor pain and receiving labor suppression drugs, 2) study the perceptions of ahead of schedule
labor pain, and 3) study the relationship between personal factors including age, educational level,
occupations, number of births, perception of ahead of schedule labor pain with the anxiety of the pregnant
women with ahead of schedule labor pain and receiving labor suppression drugs. The conceptual
framework was applied theories of anxiety and perceptions. The study methodology was quantitative
research. The population consisted of 120 pregnant women with ahead of schedule labor pain. The
research instrument was a questionnaire. Statistics used for the data analysis such as frequency,
percentage, mean, and standard deviation, Cross-tab analysis of Chi-square, Pearson and Spearman
correlation coefficient.

The results of the study found that: 1) Pregnant women have an overall high mean level of
anxiety, 2) the overall mean level of perceptions of ahead of schedule labor pain was at a moderate level,
and 3) the factors such as age, educational level, and occupations were not related with anxiety, except for
the number of births and perceptions of ahead of schedule labor pain related with the anxiety of pregnant
women with ahead of schedule labor pain and receiving labor suppression drugs at a statistical

significance level of .01.
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
