This thesis aims to study the criminal prosecution of children and youth. In the class of
the investigator This research is a qualitative research. By studying the research from documents,
legal documents, statutes, rules, regulations, announcements, orders, legal documents. Analyze
and propose amendments to the law.

The results showed that The Establishment of the Juvenile and Family Court Act, 2010,
Section 75 in the investigation of offenders who are children and juveniles. It does not require a
psychologist or social worker. the person requested by the child and the prosecutor was present in
questioning the child. which, when considering the cause of the offence of children and youth,
may be due to their youth Being ignorant or deceived, or because of receiving a role model of bad
behavior from those around him or caused by physical and mental disorders that tend to cause
mood swings Lack of restraint, inability to control oneself When comparing the principles of
investigating victims who are juveniles under the Criminal Procedure Code, Section 133 bis,
asking questions of victims or witnesses who are under eighteen years of age In some crimes or a
case of an offense with a rate of imprisonment have a psychologist or social worker the person
requested by the child and the public prosecutor were also present. as a means to protect children
and youth who have been damaged.

Therefore proposed amendments The Establishment of the Juvenile and Family Court
Act, B.E. 2553, Section 75, paragraph two, must be accompanied by a legal counselor, a
psychologist, a social worker, and an interrogation of a child or juvenile accused of committing
an offense. the person requested by the child And the public prosecutor was always present to ask
questions of the children. as well as informing that the child or youth has the right not to give or

testify and the words of a child or youth may be used as evidence in the trial, taking into account



the age, sex and mental state of each child or youth charged with committing an offense. This is
to protect children and youth who commit crimes to receive justice.
