Therefore, it is proposed to amend the Emergency Decree on the Management of Foreign
Workers (No. 2) B.E. provincial governor, sheriff, bailiff, provincial labor Police Superintendent,
Revenue Department, village headman, hospital doctor Director by position and qualified which
is appointed from those who have knowledge or experience in labor industry, legal and human
rights One person on each side is a director and the provincial office of foreign labor
administration is a secretary and section 30/1 powers and duties of the committee (1) determine
the policy for the management of foreign workers (2) determine the policy to consider recruiting
migrant workers based on their knowledge, abilities, and suitable for the position; (3) provide
training for foreign workers about the law Local customs to go to work.
