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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to 1) study the level of participatory political culture of citizens in
Bang Pu Subdistrict Municipality, and 2) compare participatory political culture of citizens in Bang Pu
Subdistrict Municipality, Mueang Samut Prakan District, Samut Prakan Province, classified by personal
factors. This study was a quantitative research. The conceptual framework of this study was applied from
the concepts and theories of Almond, G. A., & Verba, S., and Lester W. Milbrath. The population
consisted of 119,240 residents in the area of Bang Pu Subdistrict Municipality. The sample size was
determined using the Krejcie and Morgan table, resulting in a sample of 384 respondents. The study
instrument was a Likert type 5-rating scale questionnaire. Statistics used for data analysis were frequency
distribution, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and F-test.

The study results revealed that 1) the level of participatory political culture of citizens in Bang Pu
Subdistrict Municipality, as a whole, was at a high level. When considered each aspect, the mean scores
ranged from highest to lowest, it was found that all six aspects were found to be at a high level. The highest
mean score was observed in political information follow-up aspect, followed by voting and participation in
election campaigns aspect, discussion of political issues aspect, participation in political activities aspect,
contact with politicians aspect, and participation in political demonstrations aspect, which had the lowest
mean score. 2) The results of the comparison of the participatory political culture of citizens in Bang Pu
Subdistrict Municipality, Mueang Samut Prakan District, Samut Prakan Province, classified by personal
factors, revealed that citizens with different gender, age, educational level, occupation, and income did not
differ significantly in their participatory political culture.
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
