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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to 1) study the level of implementation of local development, and 2)
compare the implementation of local development of Chor Por Ror Subdistrict Municipality, Kraburi District,
Ranong Province, classified by personal factors. This study was a quantitative research. The conceptual
framework of this study was applied from the concepts of the Decentralization Plan and Process Act B.E. 2542.
The population consisted of 13,331 residents living in Chor Por Ror Subdistrict Municipality. The sample size was
calculated using the Taro Yamané’s formula, resulting in a sample of 388 respondents. The study instrument was a
Likert type 5-rating scale questionnaire. Statistics used for data analysis were frequency distribution, percentage,
mean, standard deviation, t-test, and F-test.

The study results revealed that 1) the level of implementation of local development, as a whole, was at a
high level. When considered each aspect, the mean scores ranged from highest to lowest, it was found that all
seven aspects were at a high level. The promotion of quality of life aspect, which had the highest mean score,
followed by commerce aspect, education, religion and culture aspect, infrastructure aspect, natural resource and
environmental conservation aspect, support for the operations of government agencies aspect, and local
administration and order aspect, which had the lowest mean score. 2) The results of the comparison of local
development implementation of Chor Por Ror Subdistrict Municipality, Kraburi District, Ranong Province,
classified by personal factors, revealed that residents with different gender, age, and length of residence had no
significant differences in their opinions toward the local development implementation. This finding was not in

accordance with the research hypothesis.
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
