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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to 1) study the level of waste management, and 2) compare the
waste management of Koh Lanta Yai Subdistrict Administrative Organization, Ko Lanta District, Krabi
Province, classified by personal factors. This study was a quantitative research. The conceptual
framework of this study was applied from the concepts and theories of the Pollution Control Department
B.E. 2547. The population consisted of household heads or their representatives residing within the
jurisdiction of Koh Lanta Yai Subdistrict Administrative Organization, totaling 3,162 households. The
sample size was calculated using Taro Yamané’s formula, resulting in a sample of 322 households. The
study instrument was a Likert type 5-rating scale questionnaire. Statistics used for data analysis were
frequency distribution, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and F-test.

The study results revealed that 1) the level of waste management, as a whole, was at a high level.
When considered each aspect in descending order of mean scores, it was found that all five aspects were
rated at a high level. The aspect with the highest mean score was waste collection, followed by waste
processing aspect, public participation aspect, waste disposal aspect, and waste transportation aspect,
which had the lowest mean score. 2) The results of the comparison of waste management by Koh Lanta
Yai Subdistrict Administrative Organization, Ko Lanta District, Krabi Province, classified by personal
factors, revealed that household heads or their representatives with different genders and occupations did
not differ in their opinions toward the waste management of Koh Lanta Yai Subdistrict Administrative
Organization. However, household heads or their representatives with different ages showed significantly
different opinions toward the waste management of Koh Lanta Yai Subdistrict Administrative

Organization, with statistically significant level of .05.
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
