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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to 1) study the legal concepts and theories regarding the rights in
the legal justice process of military personnel; 2) study the legal measures concerning the rights in the
legal justice process of military personnel in foreign countries and Thailand; 3) analyze the legal measures
related to the rights in the legal justice process of military personnel; and 4) propose guidelines for
amending the legal measures concerning the rights in the legal justice process of military personnel. This
was a qualitative research study conducted by examining concepts, theories, journal articles, textbooks,
Supreme Court judgments, and electronic data from both foreign countries and Thailand. It also included
data gathered from in-depth interviews with 30 legal experts.

The study results revealed that: 1) The relevant legal concepts and theories included the theory of
rights and liberties and the rights in the criminal justice process. 2) The legal measures concerning the
rights in the legal justice process of military personnel in foreign countries clearly and openly granted
justice process rights to military personnel, both as victims and defendants, when fighting cases in military
courts. Meanwhile, Thailand's legal measures consisted of the Military Penal Code and the Military
Discipline Act B.E. 2476 (1933), which were specifically enforced on military personnel, separated from
general civil servants. 3) The analytical results indicated that the Military Penal Code and the Military
Discipline Act B.E. 2476 (1933) were outdated due to being enacted a long time ago, and they lacked
provisions protecting the rights of military personnel in the justice process. 4) It was recommended to
amend the Military Penal Code and the Military Discipline Act B.E. 2476 (1933) to protect the rights of
military personnel in the justice process, aiming to modernize the laws and establish standards equivalent

to those of general civil servants.
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
