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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to 1) develop English oral reading skills using phonics
instruction of students, and 2) compare students’ English oral reading skills before and after learning
through phonics instruction. The sample group consisted of 12 Grade 1 students at Ban Ta Sa School,
Mueang District, Yala Province, who were studying in the first semester of the academic year 2025. The
sample was selected by purposive sampling. The research instruments used in this study were 1) four
English oral reading lesson plans using phonics instruction, with a total of 16 hours, and 2) an English oral
reading skills test consisting of 15 items with a total score of 15 points. The statistics used for data
analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Wilcoxon Signed-Rank Test.

The study results revealed that 1) students’ English oral reading skills using phonics instruction
were at a good level, with an average score of 77.94 percent, which was higher than the specified
criterion; and 2) students’ English oral reading skills after learning were higher than before learning with

statistical significance at the .05 level.
