Abstract

The objectives of this study were to 1) assess acceptance of organ donation among professional
nurses, 2) assess knowledge about organ donation and attitudes toward organ donation among
professional nurses, 3) assess the relationship between personal information such as age, length of
service, access to information, knowledge, and attitude and the acceptance of organ donation among
professional nurses. The conceptual framework was applied to the knowledge and attitudes of
Benjamin Bloom's theory. The study methodology was quantitative research. The population consisted
of 784 registered nurses. The sample size was determined based on Daniel’s approach, resulting in 250
participants, who were selected using systematic random sampling. The research instruments used were
a knowledge test and questionnaire. Statistics used for the data analysis, such as percentage, mean,
standard deviation, chi-square test statistics, Pearson’s correlation coefficient, and Spearman rank.

The results of the study found that 1) the acceptance of organ donation among professional
nurses was at a high average level, 2) the knowledge of organ donation among professional nurses was
at a moderate level. Attitudes toward organ donation among professional nurses were also at a
moderate level. 3) Knowledge and attitudes were positively associated with the acceptance of organ
donation among professional nurses at a statistically significant level of .01. Age, awareness of
information, and length of work experience were not associated with the acceptance of organ donation

among professional nurses.
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
